This Invitation for Bids follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in the print clone of Development Business/dg Market on of March 29, 2010. 

Georgia has received a credit from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD) toward the cost of the Additional Financing of the Regional and Municipal Infrastructure Development Project (RMIDP II) and intends to apply part of the proceeds of this credit to payments under the contract for Rehabilitation of Khubulava Street in Town Zugdidi (Contract # IBRD/RMIDP II/CW/NCB/70). 
MDF now invites sealed bids from eligible bidders for rehabilitation works of Khubulava Street in Zugdidi.

Main scope of works:

1. Fractional crushed stone, 9,940 sq.m, same 12cm  2,497 sq.m;

2. Sand bed 503 cub.m;

3. Coarse grained a/c layer 9,940 sq.m;

4. Fine grained a/c layer 9,940 sq.m;

5. Medium-grained a/c on the sidewalk 2,497 sq.m;

6. Arrangement of the concrete curb 998 lin.m;

7. Flowerbed concrete curb 265 cub.m;

8. Polyethylene corrugated piles 646 lin.m; 

9. Arrangement of the lighting, 120 poles.

Duration of works is 120 days following work commencement. 

Qualifications requirements include, but are not limited to the following:

1. The minimum required average annual turnover of construction works calculated from the ongoing or completed contracts’ combined certified payments for the successful Bidder in the last three (3) years shall be: GEL 1,800,000 equivalent; 

2. The minimum amount of liquid assets unencumbered real estate, and/or credit facilities and such other financial resources net of other contractual commitments shall be: GEL 600,000 equivalent;
3. The Bidder shall demonstrate that it, in the capacity of Contractor, Principal Contractor or Sub-contractor, has successfully performed at a minimum one (1) contract of similar nature during the past five (5) years, at the cost of GEL 950,000. 
Bidding will be conducted through the international competitive bidding procedures specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits of of January 2011, and is open to all bidders from eligible source countries as defined in the Guidelines.
